Tyler is in the beautiful Piney Woods 
of East Texas. Tyler State Park is lo-
cated north of the city of Tyler, 2 miles 
north of Interstate 20 off of FM 14 on 
Park Road 16. 
 
Please note : There is a $6.00 per day 
entry fee into the park unless you 
have a Texas State Park Pass. 
 
Lodging : There are RV and tent spots, screened shelters, and limited use cabins. 

The park boasts a 65 acre spring-fed lake that is perfect for kayaks and small motor 

craft (up to 5 mph speed limit), kick boats, and belly boats. Bank and pier fishing are 

also available. The park has boat rentals, fishing, birding, hiking, mountain biking, lake 

swimming (in an unsupervised swimming area), and nature study. 

Pets are not allowed in any Texas State Park buildings . For other general pet re-
strictions check the Texas State Park Regulations. For park-specific pet 
restrictions contact the park. (contôd pg.

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TWFF Members Win Awards in Bud Priddy ñAny Flyò Contest - Nueces River  

Our May 5-7
th
 outing took us to the beautiful, 

clear waters of the Nueces River about two 
hours west of San Antonio. The river was run-
ning well and has recovered nicely from the 
drought years when it went dry in many 
places. The weather was wonderful and warm 
with partly cloudy skies. The fish were abun-
dant, both big and small, and beautiful. Lots of 
fun was had by all on the water, including visit-
ing with friends throughout the weekend. 
  
In partnership with the Alamo Fly Fishers 
(AFF) group from San Antonio, we set up our headquarters at the Big Oak River Camp just south of 

Camp Wood, Texas. The grounds and facilities were top notch and 
provided access to the river. The AFF sponsored the Bud Priddy ñAny 
Flyò contest, which was held on Saturday, and we had 62 people from 
various fly fishing clubs who attended the event.  Twenty-one TWFF 
members represented our club. 
  
TWFF provided Bushôs fried chicken, in addition to many tasty dishes 
provided by the attendees at the Mullet Mixer on Friday night. Marcus 
Rodriguez, our guest speaker, gave us plenty of important information 
to fish the Nueces, which included the appropriate flies to use and the 
types of river structure where fish should be hanging out. Marcus has 
been a guide on the Central Texas Rivers for many, many years, and 
we appreciated his wealth of knowledge to provide useful tips for our 
fishing the next day. Evidently, it paid off since TWFF had multiple 
winners in the fishing contest! 
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Nueces River Outing Recap (contôd) 

Saturday morning brought the start of the Bud Priddy contest. Bud Priddy was a physician who grew up in the 
local area around Camp Wood fly fishing the Nueces, Frio, and many other Texas rivers. He made his home 
in San Antonio for several years while practicing medicine.  Dr. Priddy was involved with the Alamo Fly Fish-
ers group for many years. Following the death of Dr. Priddy, the AFF continue to honor his memory by hold-
ing this contest each year. Many other fly fishers from groups all over Texas participate in this event ï this 
year eight clubs were represented. The contest rules allowed fishing on a long 50-mile stretch of the Nueces 
River between the city of Uvalde to the south and the city of Vance to the north. Any fly and as many flies as 
needed could be used. Categories for the contest were longest bass, longest perch/sunfish, longest other fish 
(includes Cichlids), and most fish caught (any species). Three places (1st, 2nd, and 3rd) were available in each 
of four categories for twelve prizes. 
 
People spread out across the river and gave it their all for a great time, and for the possibility to win a prize. 
New TWFF members Sierra Sullivan and Donna Foster went out with Janet and Emery Baca to the 410 
crossing. Sierra caught a 9.2ò sunfish, which was long enough to win the 3rd place prize in the longest sunfish 
category. Not to be outdone, Janet eked out a slightly bigger 9.5ò sunfish, which landed the 2nd place prize in 
the longest sunfish category. Way to go, ladies!! 
 
Saturday evening was full of fun and festivities as we enjoyed a barbeque dinner provided by Alamo Fly Fish-
ers. TWFF raffled off some really cool items after the BBQ dinner, such as the Clark Fork pontoon boat, which 
was won by our very own TWFF member Debbie Williams. She also won the San Marcos guided fishing trip 
raffle ï what a stroke of luck!! Enjoy those wins Debbie, and catch lots of fish!! The AFF announced all the 
winners in each contest category, and they provided very nice prizes such as fishing packs, a fly rod, boxes of 
flies, and more fishing gear.
